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Play a game of copycat with your child.  Without saying 
any words, move your hands, make faces, blink your eyes, 
etc.  Have your child replicate each movement.

Explain to your child that Jesus is the exact image 
of who God is.  And He is amazing!  Pray and thank Jesus 
for showing us who God is.

Bible Story: The Transfiguration   Mark 9:2–13; Luke 9:28–36

Big Idea: Jesus is Lord of All

Focus: Jesus is Lord of All and He reveals God’s glory

Memory Verse: “When the name of Jesus is spoken, everyone will kneel down 
to worship Him.  Everyone’s mouth will say that Jesus Christ is Lord. And 
God the Father will receive the glory.” Philippians 2:10-11 (NirV)

Bible Story Summary: 
Read and meditate on John 1:14; Hebrews 1:3; Colossians 1:15; 1 John 4:15
Jesus took James, John and Peter up on a mountain. While Jesus was praying, the 
appearance of His face was altered, and His clothing began to shine. Moses and Elijah 
appeared and spoke with Jesus about what was to come. The disciples were sleeping but 
awoke when they saw Jesus in His glory. Peter offered to make tents for each of them. The 
voice of God came down and declared Jesus was His Son.

He Question:  What is God's glory? 
God's glory is His magnificence on display. By showing God’s glory, Jesus showed He is 
fully God.

We Question: How can we respond to who Jesus is? 
We can listen to Jesus and believe He is the Son of God. We can trust in Jesus as our 
Lord and Savior.

Me Question: How is God inviting me to respond?
Kids will be given the opportunity to reflect on the truth they learned about God and 
respond accordingly. DAY 2

READ Mark 9:2-13
As Jesus was praying, His face and clothes became a brilliant white.  Jesus was revealing the 
glory of God, proving that He is God’s Son and Lord of all.
