As you may already know, our emphasis in student small groups has been on 
living the life of a Christ-follower. This week, the lesson was entitled “The Purpose of Worship.” Our lesson focused on 
helping students understand that worship is when Christ-followers give heartfelt glory and honor to God. We learned 
that God created us for His glory and He is worthy of our worship. Students were asked to identify ways in which they 
bring glory to God and ways in which they give glory to other (unworthy) things.

We looked at the following Scripture passages:

	 • �What are some things that have happened recently that we can worship and praise God for?
	 • �How can we be more intentional about worshiping God?
