When	a	Samaritan	woman	came	to	draw	water,	Jesus	said	to	her,	“Will	you	give	me	a	drink?”	–
John	4:7	
How	did	you	first	learn	about	Jesus?	(Examples:	a	friend	invited	you	to	a	retreat;	your	parents	
brought	you	to	church.)	
	
	
	
Then,	leaving	her	water	jar,	the	woman	went	back	to	the	town	and	said	to	the	people,	“Come,	
see	a	man	who	told	me	everything	I	ever	did.	Could	this	be	the	Messiah?”	–John	4:28-29	
When	did	you	first	trust	that	Jesus	was	your	Savior?	(This	can	be	a	specific	point	in	time,	such	
as	a	summer	camp.	It	can	also	be	a	period	of	time	when	over	time	you	came	to	trust	that	Jesus	
was	your	Messiah,	your	rescuer).	
	
	
	
	
Many	of	the	Samaritans	from	that	town	believed	in	him	because	of	the	woman’s	testimony…	
	–John	4:39	
How	has	Jesus	impacted	your	life?	What	is	something	about	your	relationship	with	Jesus	that	
might	encourage	someone	else	to	be	curious	about	Jesus?	(Examples:	A	difficult	life	
circumstance	when	you	needed	to	rely	on	God;	A	time	when	you	saw	Jesus	in	a	new	way	and	
he	became	more	real	to	you).	
	
	
	
	
So	when	the	Samaritans	came	to	him,	they	urged	him	to	stay	with	them,	and	he	stayed	two	
days.	And	because	of	his	words	many	more	became	believers.	They	said	to	the	woman,	“We	no	
longer	believe	just	because	of	what	you	said;	now	we	have	heard	for	ourselves,	and	we	know	
that	this	man	really	is	the	Savior	of	the	world.”		–	John	4:40-42
