NEXT STEPS . . .

Use the following questions to 
guide your conversation:
	 • �Who do you think has the most influence in your life? How does your life resemble that person?
	 • �Talk about how you grew to imitate God in a particular characteristic in your life. Then ask your student, 

“How are you allowing God to influence your life so you can imitate Him?”
	 • �How do you think our family imitates God in our relationships with each other? Are there things that we 

could do better to imitate God more to one another?
