Animal Pal: Champ the Grizzly Bear

Bible Lesson Focus: Select verses; Matthew 27-28 * The risen King’s death and resurrection were a wonder.
How were they like no other?

Apologetics Focus: Was Jesus completely dead?

Day 5: Jesus Is Coming Back

Animal Pal: Mission the Horse

Bible Lesson Focus: Select verses; Matthew 25:14—-29 * The return of the King of kings will be a wonder. What
should we be doing in the meantime?

Apologetics Focus: How will Jesus return?
