Ash Wednesday Service
Join us for Ash Wednesday Worship on Wednesday, February 18, 2026 at 11:00 a.m.
Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of the 40 days of Lent (excluding Sundays) as we journey toward Easter Sunday—the celebration of the resurrection of Jesus Christ. It is a sacred season of reflection, repentance, and renewal.
On this holy day, we gather to kneel, to pray, and to seek God’s forgiveness. We acknowledge that sin is universal—we have all fallen short. Yet we come trusting the promise that “God hates nothing God has made and forgives the sins of all who are penitent.” We stand humbly before God, remembering that we are all sinners—no better and no worse than one another.
During Lent, we are invited to sacrifice those things that separate us from God. This may mean laying aside habits that distract us from prayer, attitudes such as pride, bitterness, or unforgiveness, and behaviors that wound others or ourselves. It may mean fasting from excessive social media, unhealthy speech, selfishness, or anything that dulls our spiritual sensitivity. As we give up these things, we make room for deeper devotion, greater compassion, and renewed obedience.  Come begin the Lenten journey with prayer, reflection, the imposition of ashes, and a commitment to draw closer to God.

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Stacey Abrams’ 10 Steps to Autocracy


Stacey Abrams has outlined a "10 Steps to Autocracy" framework, heavily influenced by the work of Princeton Professor Kim Scheppele, designed to illustrate how democracies can transition into authoritarian regimes. She launched the "10 Steps Campaign" as a, educational and mobilization effort to help Americans recognize these signs and fight back. 

According to Abrams, the following 10 steps describe how this shift occurs: 

1. Win the last fair election: Using democratic systems to gain power.
2. Expand executive power: Consolidating authority and breaking down checks and balances.
3. Weaken oversight: Neutralizing the judiciary and making Congress complicit.
4. Gut the government: Firing experienced civil servants to undermine government functions.
5. Install loyalists: Placing loyalists in charge of agencies like the DOJ, FBI, and Defense.
6. Attack the media: Flooding the zone with propaganda and creating an echo chamber, destroying shared truth.
7. Scapegoat vulnerable communities: Targeting immigrants, LGBTQ+ people, and people of color.
8. Destroy support systems: Undermining institutions like universities, legal aid, and philanthropy.
9. Normalize state violence and fear: Using violence and fear to control the narrative.
10. End democracy: Rigging rules to ensure the opposition cannot win, preventing peaceful transfers of power.
