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Stacey Abrams’ 10 Steps to Freedom & Power

1. Commit
Understand what’s happening in your community—not just headlines, but how policies affect real lives—and commit to being part of the solution. 
2. Share
Stay informed and share facts, insights, and civic knowledge with friends, family, and social networks to build awareness and collective understanding. 
3. Organize
Bring people together—friends, neighbors, allies—around common goals and issues that matter, whether it’s voting rights, education, health care, or justice. 
4. Mobilize
Take consistent action as a group. This could include public events, conversations, advocacy efforts, and community support activities. 
5. Litigate
Use the legal system to defend rights and support those harmed; non-attorneys can still participate by serving as plaintiffs, witnesses, or advocates. 
6. Disrupt
Challenge systems of disinformation and compliance with nonviolent actions such as protests, documenting civil rights violations, and raising public awareness. 
7. Deny
Refuse to be complicit in narratives or practices that undermine democracy; build and strengthen community ties and support nonviolent civic engagement. 
8. Engage
Work directly with elected officials and public institutions by advocating for legislation, ballot initiatives, and responsive governance. 
9. Elect
Participate in elections at all levels—local, state, and federal—to ensure that representatives reflect the values of democratic participation and human dignity. 
10. Demand
Go beyond reclaiming what was lost: boldly declare the kind of country and society you want, and hold leaders accountable to those standards.

This framework is part of an effort to help Americans recognize threats to democratic institutions and build resilient, inclusive power in response. Abrams’ campaign emphasizes that defending democracy isn’t a single action—it’s a sustained commitment to awareness, organization, and collective civic engagement.
