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1. Who wrote the book of Romans (see 1:1)? List things you know about the author.


2. To whom is it addressed (1:7)? List some things you know about this church and about the city where it was located.


3. Note Romans 15:25-27 and cross-references. What can we conclude about when the book was written? Skim the book and its theme. Note 1:16.


4. Study Romans 1:16; 10:14-17. Define “gospel” and describe the role of the gospel in man’s salvation (Mark 16:15,16; 1 Corinthians 15:1-8).


5. Study Romans 2:17-20,25; 10:5; 3:19-23,28; 7:1-7. Define “law.” What law is primarily referred to in these verses? What problem did people have living under the law?


6. See Romans 5:1,2,20,21. Define “grace.” What advantage does grace have over law?


7. See Romans 5:1; 1:16; 10:13-17. Define “faith.” Why is faith important in the gospel?


8. Study Romans 2:5-11; 6:3,4,16-18. Define “obedience.” What is taught in these passages about the importance of obedience?


9. List other New Testament passages showing obedience is necessary to salvation.


10. Begin a list of passages in Romans that show obedience is necessary to salvation. Add to the list as we proceed through the book.
