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Main Idea: If we want to live for our glorious Savior–we must violently, thoroughly, and 
consistently put off sin. 

I. You Must Put Sin to Death (vv. 5–7) 
II. You Must Lay Sin Aside (vv. 8–11) 

A. What sin must we lay aside? 
1. All Sinful Attitudes – anger, wrath, malice 
2. All Sinful Speech – slander, abusive speech, lying
