At Monarch City Church, we value people as a royal priesthood who belong
to the Monarchy of Christ (1 Peter 2:9). We are not defined by our location,
but by our identity as co-heirs with Christ (Romans 8:16-17). We honor every
person and build God’s kingdom by serving, loving, and leading like Jesus.

We believe every person is created by God with intentional design and a
calling that carries eternal significance. Through Christ, our purpose
becomes clear as He directs our steps and empowers us to live with meaning
and impact. Scripture reminds us that we are His workmanship, created for
good works (Ephesians 2:10), and called according to His purpose (Romans
8:28). We commit to equipping people to discover, cultivate, and confidently
walk out the unique purpose God has placed within them.

Presence -

We pursue the Presence of God above all else, believing that everything
changes when He is near. His Presence renews, repairs, and restores us,
bringing healing and wholeness to every area of life. We gather with
expectancy, knowing that where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom
(2 Corinthians 3:17), fullness of joy (Psalm 16:11), and power to walk out our
faith (Acts 1:8).

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In June 2006, Pastors Ron and Tracy founded the church within their home in
DeBary under the name Victorious Living Church, driven by a desire to see their
neighbors encounter the saving knowledge of Jesus Christ. As the church grew, a
new season of ministry emerged, and in 2009, the church officially changed its
name to Liv It Church, reflecting a vision to help people live out their faith in
practical, spirit-led ways.

Over time, the church continued to expand, becoming a place where individuals—
whether new to faith or firmly established in it—could experience genuine
community and participate in the work God was doing across West Volusia. In 2014,
the church planted deeper roots by relocating to DeLand, establishing a permanent
presence and continuing to build a Christ-centered community devoted to loving
God and loving people.

Throughout the years, we have witnessed lives transformed: countless individuals
placing their hope in Christ, families experiencing restoration, miraculous moments
of healing, and outreach efforts that have blessed our city in meaningful ways.
At the beginning of 2025, we entered a new chapter, relaunching as Monarch City
Church—a name symbolizing transformation, new beginnings, and the beauty of
what God can create in and through His people. This identity marks not only where
we have been, but where God is leading us as we expand our mission and deepen
our roots in DelLand.

Through every season, God has shown His unwavering favor and faithfulness to His
church. As you step into this community, we believe you are stepping into a divine
assignment. We are excited and expectant for all that God is going to do in you and
through you as you use your gifts, grow in your faith, and take your place in the
story He is writing here at Monarch City Church.

defined below:

* Physical: a physical act directed at a child or vulnerable adult that causes
injury.

e Sexual: contact or interactions between a child and an adult, or another
child, when the child is being used for sexual stimulation of the perpetrator or
another person. This includes exploitation through photographs, videos, or
other communication methods.

* Emotional: acts or omissions by the parent or other caregivers that have
caused, or could cause, serious behavioral, cognitive, emotional, or mental
disorders.

* Neglect: failure to provide for the child or vulnerable adult’s basic needs.
This includes adequate adult supervision, medical attention, housing, food,
and clothing. Most cases of physical neglect involve inadequate adult
supervision that has caused harm to the child or vulnerable adult or places
them in danger of such harm.
