From the composer:
“Spirituals come from many different times and places, but most come from
the African American experience. They are folk songs, often of a religious
character, passed down through a vocal tradition and only written down after
many decades of use, the first time around 1840. For this reason, there are
many versions of any given spiritual. This is part of their magic, somehow
changing with each different usage.”

May this music remind us of the rich heritage, triumphs, and adversities that are
part of our nation’s 250 years of history.
