 1When they drew near to Jerusalem and came to Bethphage, to the Mount of Olives, then Jesus 

sent two disciples, 2saying to them, “Go into the village in front of you, and immediately you will find 
a donkey tied, and a colt with her. Untie them and bring them to me. 3If anyone says anything to you, 

you shall say, ‘The Lord needs them,’ and he will send them at once.” 4This took place to fulfill what 
was spoken by the prophet, saying, 

5“Say to the daughter of Zion, 

‘Behold, your king is coming to you, 
 humble, and mounted on a donkey, 

 and on a colt, the foal of a beast of burden.’” 

6The disciples went and did as Jesus had directed them. 7They brought the donkey and the colt and 

put on them their cloaks, and he sat on them. 8Most of the crowd spread their cloaks on the road, and 
others cut branches from the trees and spread them on the road. 9And the crowds that went before him 

and that followed him were shouting, “Hosanna to the Son of David! Blessed is he who comes in the 

name of the Lord!

The Sacrament of the Altar 
What is the Sacrament of the Altar? 

It is the true body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ under the bread and wine, instituted by 

Christ Himself for us Christians to eat and to drink. 
  
Where is this written? 

The holy Evangelists Matthew, Mark, Luke, and St. Paul write: Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the 

night when He was betrayed, took bread, and when He had given thanks, He broke it and gave it 

to the disciples and said: “Take, eat; this is My body, which is given for you. This do in 

remembrance of Me.” In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and when He had given 

thanks, He gave it to them, saying: “Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in My 

blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness of sins. This do, as often as you drink it, in 

remembrance of Me.” 
  
What is the benefit of this eating and drinking? 

These words, “Given and shed for you for the forgiveness of sins,” show us that in the Sacrament 

forgiveness of sins, life, and salvation are given us through these words. For where there is 

forgiveness of sins, there is also life and salvation. 

  
How can bodily eating and drinking do such great things? 

Certainly not just eating and drinking do these things, but the words written here: “Given and 

shed for you for the forgiveness of sins.” These words, along with the bodily eating and drinking, 

are the main thing in the Sacrament. Whoever believes these words has exactly what they say: 

“forgiveness of sins.” 
  
Who receives this Sacrament worthily? 

Fasting and bodily preparation are certainly fine outward training. But that person is truly worthy 

and well prepared who has faith in these words: “Given and shed for you for the forgiveness of 

sins.” But anyone who does not believe these words or doubts them is unworthy and unprepared, 

for the words “for you” require all hearts to believe.
