Hebrews 11:17-20

Main Idea: In our journey of faith, life brings interruptions and tests teaching us to trust
and treasure the Lord, not what He gives us, and reminding us that Jesus is our
greatest treasure.

The Promised Son: Fulfilled! (Genesis 17-21)
e The promised son is NOT Ishmael - Genesis 17:15-21; Galatians 3:21-31
e The promised son arrives - Genesis 21; Galatians 5:1
e The problems begin between Isaac and Ishmael - Genesis 21:8-21

The Journey Continues
e Isaac loses Sarah yet gains Rebekah - Genesis 23-24
e But... a familiar problem arises - Genesis 25:21
e Abraham dies, and Isaac takes up his place - Genesis 25



e Isaac’s answered prayer of faith: two sons - Genesis 25:21
e The struggles of Jacob and Esau begin...next week - Genesis 25:22

or opportunities to embrace God’s mission and ministry?

e Think about Hebrews 11:17-19. What was the test for Abraham? (Gen. 22:12)

our lives?
