CONDITIONS OF ENROLLMENT for Summer Camp 2026:

Prior to arrival, please conduct a daily screening to ensure your child is well. Children feeling sick or with symptoms
of illness should NOT attend.

Children must be dropped off between 8:30 and 9 am & picked up by 3:30 pm.
If your child is not attending camp on any given day, please leave a message at the church by 9 am at 905-765-2686.

We expect and encourage campers to be respectful of others. Safety and health of the children is of upmost
importance. Minor incidents will be addressed by the leader at the time of the incident. You will be informed of any
major issues.

The Camp Team reserves the right to ask parents/guardians to withdraw any child who demonstrates behaviour
that in the Team’s opinion is a hazard to the health, safety or the rights of others, or who appears to have rejected
the reasonable, fair and consistent instructions of the Camp Team.

An identification photo of the camper with his/her name will be taken and displayed in the Grand Room & Tribe
rooms. These photos will not be used for any other purpose or used on social media. Permission must be given to
attend camp.

Photos/videos of campers taken during camp may be used for publication by the Church and appear in the camp
wrap-up slide show, Church services, Grace Newsletter and the Church website.

No electronic devices are allowed at Camp (cell phones, tablets or video games etc.)

Our program is “peanut/nut aware”. Campers are not to bring peanuts or nuts to camp. Please be aware that
some campers may have food and nut allergies.

We cannot guarantee our camp is “peanut/nut free.”
