ottonwood Drive, near its intersection with

Apple Tree Drive, was a dirt road when Jean and
William Stemple moved there in early 1955. Soon
thereafter, the Thomsons (Jean and Robert) moved
in a few doors away. They knew the Stemples were
the only other residents because it was the only house
with the lights on. And, just across the street on Apple
Tree, Helen Wagness arrived in November of 1955.
The Stemples, Jean Thomson, and Helen Wagness are
still there.

A couple of years later, Mike and Bea Evans moved
to Willowood Lane near Telegraph Road. They didn’t
have far to go, having moved from Virginia Hills.
Later that year, Helen and Robert Flahive moved to
Cottonwood Drive west of Rose Hill Drive. They
arrived before the house was finished so their kids
could start school in the fall. Not long thereafter, Jane
Letsche move a few doors away from Helen, and Jack
and Dot Moore took up residence at the corner of
Cottonwood and Winston Place. Jack was one of the
early Boy Scout leaders in Rose Hill. The Evans, Helen
Flahive, Jane Letsche, and the Moores are still there.

RHCA is seeking information on other Rose Hill
‘originals” who still live here. As part of our 50™

anniversary, we
are planning to
put their names on
a plaque at the
historic marker in
front of the John
Marshall Library.
We’d like to get
the plaque
installed by early
summer of 2006.

Lee District Park Lights

Despite the objections from RHCA and numerous
Rose Hill residents, it appears the Park Authority is
going ahead with plans to light the athletic fields at
Lee District Park. Supervisor Kauffman said in an
email to several residents that he does not believe
that traffic on Rose Hill Drive will increase signif-
icantly and that the lights should not cause enough
glare to adversely affect our community. He did say
that he has asked for more information concerning
the latter issue. RHCA has asked to be informed of
any lighting updates. We also have been told that
there likely will be restriction on the hours the fields
will be lighted. If the Park Authority is so sure the
lights will not be a problem, why then restrict their
use? Apparently, we have hit a nerve. The Park

Dilapidated House

The house at 4612 Roundhill Road is falling down
and we're having a tough time getting the owner or
the County to do anything about it. RHCA’s New
Year’s resolution is to apply pressure on both to get
the eyesore cleaned up. The neighbors on Roundhill
Road, Willowood Lane, and Dew Grass Drive
shouldn’t have to live next to such a mess. We have
talked to Supervisor Kauffman and he has agreed to
put pressure on the appropriate County agencies to
get something done. The Health Department has
notified the owners that the property must be secured
in order to prevent outside entry. If that is not done,
the Health Department has the authority to secure
the property. RHCA supports that first step in order
to prevent unauthorized occupancy and the possi-
bility of any neighborhood youngsters entering the
house and suffering an injury. More important, the
Health Department records indicate that it can attest
that the property has been vacant since April of 2002.
The neighbors say it’s been longer. In any event,
that’s enough time for the County’s Blight Abate-
ment Office to move forward with rehabilitation
plans should the owner not do it himself.

The property is owned by John A. Ruth of Spring-
field. RHCA has contacted Mr. Ruth on several
occasions in an attempt to get the property cleaned
up and repaired. According to court records, the
house was sold at foreclosure sale on November 7,
1997. The sale was conducted by an attorney as the
substitute trustee under a deed of trust from John A.
Ruth that secured a loan held by Chevy Chase Bank,
FSB. The property was sold to a third party. However,
after the closing, Mr. Ruth filed an action in Fairfax
County Circuit Court contesting the sale on the
ground that the bank had allowed him to cure
(satisfy) the default under his loan prior to the fore-
closure sale. The parties negotiated a settlement on

the matter, which basically entailed rescinding the
foreclosure sale and restoring Mr. Ruth as the owner
of the property.

RHCA will continue to pressure the County on a
regular basis. Any new developments between issues
of The Rambler will be updated on our website,
myrosehill.com. Make sure you log on to the website
and add your name to those who wish to be notified
when there are updates of any kind.

Rose Hill Reserve Update

The owner of Rose Hill Section III, the 22-plus
acres generally located west of Rose Hill Drive and
Cottonwood Drive and north of Carriage Drive has
filed a site plan with the County. It appears to follow
the plan negotiated by RHCA and approved by the
Board of Supervisors in July of 2004. The plan calls
for 45 houses, a reduction of 14 from what previously
was approved. RHCA continues to have questions
about the feasibility of developing two houses behind
Winston Place, a water runoff problem behind the
houses on Rose Hill Drive near the new community’s
entrance at Wayside Place, and the width of the
buffer in several specific locations. We have asked
the County engineers to take note of our concerns
during their review. Also, since the project is to be
built on marine clay, a review by an independent
board of engineers will be undertaken. We have asked
the County engineers to report their findings at an

RHCA meeting prior to any action of the site plan.
They have agreed to do so.

Building Permits

Recently, the Rambler at 6711 Greendale Road was
torn down and a new two-story house began to rise
in its place. However, the company doing the work
had not bothered to obtain either a demolition permit
or a building permit. Fairfax County was notified of
the violations and ordered the work stopped until
the proper permits were issued. The situation should
give pause to anyone in Rose Hill who plans to tear
down an existing house and build a bigger one in its
place, or plans to build an addition of any kind.
Building, mechanical, and electrical permits should
be in place before work begins by a licensed con-
tractor. The permit process is not an easy one, so
allow enough time to obtain them. And, remember,
you can’t get a permit unless your addition is built
within the zoning envelope. Since Rose Hill is zoned
R-3, that means it must be 12 feet from the property
line on the side, 30 feet in the front, 25 feet in the
rear, and the height limitation is 35 feet. In the event
you build an addition without a permit and get by
with it, your troubles are not over. A closer reading
of your homeowner’s insurance policy could reveal
that additions or improvements built without the
proper permits are not covered.

In His Own Words: William
Stemple, a Rose Hill Original

n the summer of 1954, we lived at Ft. Myer and

were looking for a house to buy. In early
September, we saw an ad for three bedroom, bath
and a half, brick ramblers. On a weekend, we took a
drive to the country and drove up the long driveway
to the Rose Hill model homes. Our home was
completed early February and we moved in on
February 12, 1955. We were one of the first residents
on Cottonwood Drive.

Not long after we moved into our home, a lady
stopped at our house and asked if she could look at
the layout.
