Every person has sin in these events. 2. He is still in control due to Pilate only
having authority because it was given to him by Jesus).

Re-read John 19:12-16. Why does allegiance to Caesar matter so much to
Pilate and the chief priests?

How should the phrase “We have no king but Caesar” from the chief
priests challenge us today?

Pilate was intrigued by Jesus, but did not worship Him. Jesus was a chess
piece to accomplish what he Pilate was really after: control and stability. In
what ways can we as Christians do the same? How do we use Jesus has a
means to a different end?

Why is the good news of the Gospel specifically good news to you in your
current season of life?
