Consider any conflicts or disagreements you've witnessed or experienced within the Church. How
might a foundation of love, humility, and patience change the way such situations are handled and
resolved?

How can the concept of the Church as the Body of Christ influence the way we treat one another?

In what ways does our love for the Church extend beyond our personal preferences or comfort?
