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Prayer Focus – Fellowship

[bookmark: _Hlk157426690]February is here and along with it comes Valentine’s Day; a day set apart to offer appreciation for those with whom we have an intimate companionship. Companionship is fellowship. The word fellowship in the Greek is translated koinonia. Koinonia is defined as a partnership, participation, to have communication, communion, distribution, or contribution. Fellowship equals partnership. Partnership is defined as the association of two or more persons for the purpose of undertaking any business at a joint expense. One of the first things that came to mind when we read this was every partner has some skin in the game. Partnering together works most effectively and efficiently when there is an expense of all parties to fulfill their joint interests. The Creator of all things, Elohim (Father, Son, and Holy Spirit), has a longing for a joint or mutual relationship with all His creation. What is fellowship with God? It is attending too, cooperating with, socializing with, contributing, sharing, and conversing with Him just as He does with us. This is why He created man to begin with, and this is why he had a plan in place to restore this fellowship with His beloved. That plan included the Ancient of Days expensing His most precious asset, His one and only Son. Oh, the precious blood of Jesus overflows to benefit the many (Romans 5:15 AMP)! He put everything aside and went to work to rescue us so we could live in complete liberty and fellowship with Him. The question may arise then, what are we to expend? We believe Jesus said it best in Matthew 16:24-25 AMPC; …” if anyone desires to be My disciple, let him deny himself [disregard, lose sight of, and forget himself and his own interests] and take up his cross and follow Me [cleave steadfastly to Me, conform wholly to My example in living and, if need be, in dying, also]. For whoever is bent on saving his [temporal] life [his comfort and security here] shall lose it [eternal life]; and whoever loses his life [his comfort and security here] for My sake shall find it [life everlasting]. Fellowship many times is associated with prayer, but it is not just prayer but a lifestyle. There are what we would call two fields of prayer; “fellowship” and “doing business with God.” The Apostle John, known as the ‘Apostle of Love,’ made mention of fellowship or partnership in 1 John 1:3 AMPC:

What we have seen and [ourselves heard, we are also telling you, so that you too may realize and enjoy fellowship as partners and partakers with us. And [this] fellowship that we have [which is a distinguishing mark of Christians] is with the Father and with His Son Jesus Christ (the Messiah).

In Genesis 5:24 AMPC it specifically notes how Enoch walked; … [in habitual fellowship] with God; and he was not, for God took him [home with Him] (Hebrews 11:5 AMPC). Again, the fellowship between Jesus and the Father was the plumbline for us to follow. Jesus’s entire life was conformed wholly to the Father’s will, attending to it, cooperating with it, and contributing to the Kingdom of God, in constant communication. There were times, when Jesus would retreat for private fellowship with His Heavenly Father (Matthew 14:23 AMPC). Jesus makes it quite apparent the partnership He had with His Father in John 5:30 AMPC; I am able to do nothing from Myself [independently, of My own accord—but only as I am taught by God and as I get His orders]. Even as I hear, I judge [I decide as I am bidden to decide. As the voice comes to Me, so I give a decision], and My judgement is right (just, righteous), because I do not seek or consult My own will [I have no desire to do what is pleasing to myself, My own aim, My own purpose] but only the will and pleasure of the Father Who sent me. Jesus makes this wonderful statement about the results of being vitally united with Him. John 15:5-10 TPT; “I am the sprouting vine and you’re My branches. As you live in union with Me as your source, fruitfulness will stream from within you—but when you live separated from Me you are powerless. If a person is separated from Me, he is discarded; such branches are gathered up and thrown into the fire to be burned. But if you live in life--union with Me and if My words live powerfully within you—then you can ask whatever you desire and it will be done. When your lives bear abundant fruit, you demonstrate that you are My mature disciples who glorify My Father! “I love each of you with the same love that the Father loves Me. You must continually let My love nourish your hearts. If you keep My commands, you will live in My love, just as I have kept My Father’s commands, for I continually live nourished and empowered by His love. You can now understand why “fellowship” is first and foremost and “doing business with God,” is only successful when fellowship is maintained. Notice Jesus said we are powerless when we live separated from that partnership. But when we are joined with Him the harvest is sure to be abundant!
