Position Overview 

The Wesley Student Ministry Summer Intern will support and actively participate in 
Wesley Students gatherings, trips, and events. This role helps foster a Christ-centered 
environment where students can build meaningful relationships, grow in faith, and 
experience authentic community through intentional programming and leadership. 

 

General Responsibilities 

• Attend and actively participate in Wesley Students gatherings, trips, and summer 
events. 

• Help foster a welcoming and engaging environment where students want to 
gather and belong. 

• Lead and coordinate summer activities that encourage spiritual growth and 
community building. 

• Build meaningful relationships with students and families. 

• Work collaboratively with Student Ministry staff and volunteers. 

• Attend, engage, and participate in staff and team meetings as directed. 

• Learn and assist with day-to-day student ministry tasks such as budgeting, 
planning, and event organization. 

 

Hours & Schedule 

• Sundays: 9:00 a.m. – 12:00 p.m. (then as needed) 

• Monday–Thursday: Abbreviated business hours (typically a portion of the 
business day) 

• Events & Trips: Retreats and events often fall outside regular weekly hours; 
attendance is required when scheduled. 



• Internship Dates: May 11, 2026 – August 9, 2026 
(Includes July 4th week vacation)
