Romans 1:1-5 “This letter is from Paul, a slave of Christ Jesus, chosen by God
to be an apostle and sent out to preach his Good News. God promised this
Good News long ago through his prophets in the holy Scriptures. The Good
News is about his Son. In his earthly life he was born into King David’s family
line, and he was shown to be the Son of God when he was raised from the dead
by the power of the Holy Spirit. He is Jesus Christ our Lord. Through Christ, God
has given us the privilege and authority as apostles to tell Gentiles everywhere
what God has done for them, so that they will believe and obey him, bringing
glory to his name.”

Exodus 21:5 “But the slave may declare, ‘| love my master, my wife, and my
children. | don’t want to go free.””

Titus 1:1 “This letter is from Paul, a slave of God and an apostle of Jesus Christ.
| have been sent to proclaim faith to those God has chosen and to teach them to
know the truth that shows them how to live godly lives.”

Galatians 1:10 “Obviously, I'm not trying to win the approval of people, but of
God. If pleasing people were my goal, | would not be Christ’s servant.”
