Three days a week we held wrestling prac-
tice, but we had over 60 in some of the sessions and it turned out to be too much for three people to effectively
teach so many. So this coming year, the practices will be held at a church each Saturday. Unfortunately, we
will not be entering the schools which will definitely limit the contact like we had this past year.

As you all know, last year Rio Grande do Sul was hit with a massive flood. There has been a new work that
has erected in the area where Dwayne made trips to help with clean up. The ministry is lead by Pr. Antonio
of Santa Maria. I will have opportunities when I return to help with the ministry through rotational preach-
ing along with other pastors in the State. We are hoping to see a church started soon. Some funds have come
in to rent a place to have weekly meetings. Please pray for these people for they have lost everything. They
need a savior.

On happy note, two of our teenagers of the church were saved. Please pray for Jonatan e Erica as they start
their new life in Christ. We have been praying for Guileirme, a son of one of our members. He was in his
third accident just this past week. Dwayne had the opportunity to finally speak to him about the Lord. He
was the type to hide in room when we made visits to his parents.
