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Week Bible Story Summary

1 Water to Wine Jesus, His disciples, and his mother, Mary, are at a wedding when 
the family hosting the wedding runs out of wine. Mary goes to Jesus, 
because she knows He can help. Jesus tells some people working at the 
wedding to fill six large stone jars with water. When the person in charge 
of the wedding tastes the drink, he knows it is the very best wine. Jesus 
turned water into wine! Nothing is too hard for Jesus because Jesus is 
God’s Son. Jesus is amazing!

2 Coin in the Fish’s Mouth Some men ask Peter if Jesus pays the temple tax. Peter says “Yes!” and 
then he quickly goes to ask Jesus about paying the tax. But before Peter 
can even ask Jesus about it, Jesus tells him what to do. Jesus tells Peter 
to go fishing and he will find a silver coin inside the first fish he catches. 
So, Peter goes fishing. And when he catches a fish and looks inside its 
mouth, he sees a silver coin—just like Jesus said! Jesus did something 
no one else can do. Jesus is amazing!

3 Centurion An important soldier called a centurion goes to Jesus for help because 
he KNOWS Jesus can make a young man in his house all better. Jesus 
is ready to go to the young man, but the centurion believes Jesus’ 
power is so great that Jesus doesn’t need to come to his house. Jesus 
is amazed at his faith and says: “Go back home. Because you believed, 
it has happened” (Matthew 8:13 NLT). And right then, the young man 
was healed. Jesus is SO powerful that all He has to do is speak! Jesus is 
amazing!

4 Jesus Walks on Water Jesus’ friends, the disciples, are on a boat in the middle of a storm, and 
they see someone walking on the water! They are so afraid … until Jesus 
says it is Him! Peter asks if he can walk to Jesus on the water, and when 
Jesus says yes, Peter steps out on the water and walks toward Jesus. 
But Peter becomes afraid and begins to sink, so Jesus reaches out and 
saves him. When they get into the boat, the fierce storm stops, and the 
disciples are amazed. Jesus can do anything because Jesus is amazing!

5 Palm Sunday * Jesus and His disciples are going to Jerusalem to celebrate Passover. 
Jesus tells two of His disciples to find a donkey and its colt. They bring 
them to Jesus, and Jesus rides the little donkey into the city. Crowds 
make a special path for Jesus with coats and palm branches. They 
shout, “Hosanna! Hosanna! which means “Please, save us!” God gave us 
Jesus to show us how much God loves us, and we can celebrate Jesus 
because Jesus is amazing!

	→ Recommendation: Have a Worship Leader and 
live instruments to sing along with the music 
tracks. 
	→ Encourage small group leaders to model what 
it means to worship by participating in worship 
using words and motions and encourage 
children to follow along.
	→ Share music links with parents so they can 
stream them at home or in the car.

Story

10 minutes 
Communicating 
God's truth in 
engaging ways

Includes various methods of storytelling 
to engage every kid as they learn about 
God’s Big Story and the part they can 
play in it. This time encourages kids to be 
active participants in their faith and not just 
bystanders.

	→ Choose an engaging adult to tell the Bible Story. 
This person should be able to command the 
attention of preschoolers through animated 
storytelling. These scripts are written to be 
“told” and not “read.” Advance preparation is 
necessary.

25 minutes  
Creating a 
safe place to 
connect

Includes activities written to reach every 
learning style. These activities will reinforce 
the Bottom Line introduced during the 
Bible Story and help kids apply it to real-life 
experiences.

	→ Plan for as many of the activities as possible.

Or 
offer two activities at once and allow half the 
children to participate in each. Then switch 
groups and repeat the activities.

How to Use

So as you plan, try mixing it up! You’ll 
see an assigned Activity Stamp listed 
with each activity to show you how 
it’s designed to engage kids best. 

One week you might do a “Made  
to Move” activity, and the next week 
might be “Made to Create.” Both  
help kids connect with God in 
meaningful ways. 

Using a variety of stamps throughout 
your time helps every kid feel seen 
and gives them a chance to connect 
with God’s Word in a way that makes 
sense to them.
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Create the Environment
General Tips

Declutter your environment. 
While the relationships are what matter, a cluttered 
space is less inviting.

Store toys out of sight and out of mind.  
It is difficult to engage a preschooler when their 
favorite toy is nearby.

If you share space with a preschool, develop 
a strong relationship with the preschool and 
preschool teachers.  
Don’t let space become a source of contention. If 
possible, work together to sew fitted covers for toy 
shelves that slip over the top of the shelf. (Think 
BBQ grill covers.) Choose fabric in neutral colors 
or match the wall color so the covered shelves 
blend into the background. Ask the preschool to 
cover everything before they leave on Friday, and 
ask your volunteers to uncover everything before 
leaving on Sunday. Set each other up for success.

Display the Theme Art, Bottom Line, or Memory 
Verse in photo frames at check-in so parents 
know what their child is learning.

Each month the Environment Art has printable 
elements from the theme art to help you extend 
the theme throughout your environment.

Decorate for a party to celebrate Jesus and what 
He has done for us. Latex balloons are a serious 
choking hazard so decorate with mylar balloons 
by inflating them with air and taping them to the 
wall. Hang streamers and colorful bunting. Use the 
Easter Extras art to create an empty tomb. 

May -> Hats Off 
We love our community helpers because they care 
for their community, and we want preschoolers to 
know that Jesus cares about EVERYONE! Consider 
taking pictures of your families, people from your 
church, and buildings in your community (schools, 
grocery store, library, etc.). Display those pictures 
in hearts to help your preschoolers see that Jesus 
cares for everyone. And don’t forget you can 
decorate with community helper hats using the 
Environment Art.
