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Dr. Roger Lindner: A Legacy of Love

On May 7, 1932, a German immigrant family in Hinsdale, Illinois welcomed a
son who would spend his life turning childhood dreams into a ministry of
service. Growing up, Roger Lindner dreamed big of helping others through
dentistry—a dream realized when he graduated in the historic first class of
the Loma Linda University School of Dentistry in 1957.  

In 1961, Roger married Carole Hamusek, his stunning beauty, also of
European heritage. Together, they raised three precious daughters: Cindy,
Laurie, and Susie. Dr. Lindner dedicated 55 years to the Glendale and
Pasadena communities through his dental practice on 151 S. El Molino Ave. 

He was part of the “builder generation”—those visionaries who birthed the
dream of a large, modern church campus on the hill at Vallejo Drive to reflect
God’s grace in the surrounding community. And he labored tirelessly to
make it a reality. Sadly, our church family has lost this giant of a man as
Roger fell asleep in Jesus.

When the "San" church across the street outgrew its seating, a group of
highly regarded medical professionals—men like Doctors Brown, Whitaker,
Houston, John, and Morel—put their heads, hearts, and hands together.
Roger joined this ambitious group as a young dentist to assist with the
daunting task of building a 1,200-seat sanctuary.  

Roger jumped into the fray with infectious enthusiasm and vision. He served
on multiple committees, spearheaded fundraising, and spent countless
Sundays in manual labor alongside his colleagues to help with the actual
construction. Even without being financially established, he committed to a
sizable weekly donation in pure faith. That was the spirit of the time—and
that was simply the way Roger was: unreserved and 100% invested. 

Following that memorable walk across Vallejo Drive to the new church in
1964, he served for years as Head Deacon and Chair of the Welcoming
Committee, ensuring the house he helped build always felt like a home.
Roger’s ministry of service extended into his professional life as well. He
was the regular dentist for countless church members for decades. 

Roger was not a man of flashy promises, but a man of profound action. He
lived the Gospel of Grace rather than just speaking of it. In a fractured world
where self-interest often trumps love, Roger lived for others. 

He was among the builders of our beautiful
church home, yet he understood that a
church is not merely a building, but the
people bound together by God’s love,
working tirelessly to show His grace and
kindness to others. His life was a quiet
sermon on the power of the gospel, the
beauty of human kindness, and a gentle
spirit.

We will miss you, good friend. Rest well!
