Uganda Unites began the year by finalizing its 2026 Strategic Plan and
launching a nationwide volunteer recruitment process. The call received
148 applications, with 78 candidates progressing to interviews, reflecting
strong youth interest and engagement.

The chapter also advanced key partnerships, including collaboration
with Northwestern University and a completed partnership with the
American Centre, securing quarterly space for community activities.
Additionally, an anonymous donation of tablets will enhance data
collection and membership management during school outreach.
