PRESERVICE ACTIVITIES (30 Minutes)
See what’s needed at the beginning of the session.

Bible Story Warm-Up
To get the kids prepared for the Bible lesson, play this game and then discuss it. 

Today, we are going to hear a story about a man who suddenly became blind on his way to a place called Damascus. Can you all say “Damascus”? (Group response) We are going to play a game where you will close your eyes, and a friend will have to help you follow this tape trail on the floor. 
· Let the pairs walk the trail with one leading and one with closed eyes. Then, let the kids switch roles. 
· The goal is to walk along the tape line without stepping off. 

Have you ever made a mistake or done something wrong? (Group response) We all have. Sometimes when we are going through something hard, we may feel like we are stuck forever. But that isn’t true. Who helps us change and grow? (Allow responses.) That’s right! God does. The Bible is full of examples of God helping people and changing lives. We are going to hear one of those stories today. But first, let’s have a snack.

Snack: Fruit Snack Rolls
As kids are eating the snack, share the following:

You know what I like about these fruit rolls? You can pull them apart and change their shape. That’s what God does for us. He can change us and our lives. God makes our lives so much better. Let’s eat our yummy snack.

Free Play
Any extra time can be spent playing with toys. 

LARGE GROUP (25 Minutes)
See what’s needed at the beginning of the session.

INTRODUCTION
Optional: Play the Countdown 5-Minute Video. 
Use this time to pick up toys and transition to the large group area.
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Welcome
Hi, kids! I am so happy that you are here today! Today, we are going to hear one of the amazing stories from God’s Word, the Bible. (Hold up the Bible.) It’s the story of God helping a man named Saul change into who God made him to be. Who wants to learn about Saul? (Allow responses.) I’m so excited to see what we can learn today. 
· Play the Theme Intro Video.
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BIBLE TIME | Saul’s Conversion (Acts 9:1–22)

Bible Video A
I am so thankful that God changed my life, and He will change yours, too. God makes everything better. Lizzy and her grandpa have more for us to learn about that. Let’s see what she is up to.
· Play Bible Lesson Video A.

That was a great story! Who is happy that God changed Saul’s life? (Group response) Because God changed Saul’s life, he went on to live an amazing life for God.


Faith Fact 
· Play the Faith Fact Sound video. 
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· Show the Faith Fact Slide or Motion Graphic.
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Was that the Faith Fact bell? (Group response) It was! Every time it rings, we are to say our Faith Fact! Just like Lizzy told us, our Faith Fact today is God changes my life. Can you say it after me? God changes my life. That was great!

WORSHIP
Let’s spend some time singing songs and thanking God for changing our lives.

Praise 
Are you glad God changes your life? Wave your hands up high. (Group response)
Are you glad God makes us new? Wave your hands down low. (Group response) 
Are you glad God loves us? Wave your hands up high. (Group response)
Who wants to thank God for listening to our prayers? Wave your hands down low. (Group response)

Prayer
I’m so thankful for all God does for us. Are you thankful, too? If so, let’s pray and prepare our hearts for worshipping Jesus. Say it after me.

Dear God, thank You for always being there for me and changing my life. I love You and want to obey You. Amen. 

Sing
Awesome job! Who wants to give God thanks by singing and worshipping Him? (Group response) Me too! Let’s worship God together.
Lead the kids in singing one or two songs. See suggestions at the beginning of the session.

BIBLE TIME continued | Saul’s Conversion (Acts 9:1–22)

Bible Video B
I love that God can change our lives. He is so good. It’s time to check back in with Lizzy to see what she is up to now. 
•	Play Bible Lesson Video B.
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That was so much fun! Who thinks they remember the new part of the Faith Verse that Lizzy taught us? Let’s practice the whole verse and actions together.

Faith Verse 
· Show the Faith Verse Slide or Motion Graphic.
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Acts 1:8 (NLT) 
“But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes upon you. And you will be my witnesses, telling people about me everywhere—in Jerusalem, throughout Judea, in Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.”

Say it with me a couple of times to help us all keep it deep in our heart. 
· Practice the Faith Verse several times with the kids.

Nice job! We almost have it memorized. 

Response Time
Consider playing a worship song softly in the background while kids pray.

Today, we heard how God changed Saul’s life and how He can change our lives, too. After meeting Jesus on the Damascus Road, Saul taught people all around the world that Jesus could change their lives and that He loved them. Raise your hand if you would like to ask God to change your life. (Pause for kids to respond.)

Put your hands together and bow your heads. Say the words after me.

Dear God, I know that You can change people’s lives. Please change my life and help me to tell others about You like Saul did. Amen.

Closing
Awesome job! Wasn’t today amazing? Let’s say the Faith Fact again before we go to our small groups.
· Play the Faith Fact Sound video. 
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· Show the Faith Fact Slide or Motion Graphic.
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Let’s say our Faith Fact now. God changes my life.

Dismissal to Small Groups 
I’m so proud of all of you! Each of you did such a great job today. Now it’s time to head to small group with your friends and do some more fun activities. 
· Dismiss the kids by groups. 

Leader Tip: This can be done by assigning colors to teams or by age groups. Note that some preschoolers may not know their age. Using a colored sticker, jersey, or wristband will help separate the kids and help identify their small groups.

Goal: Kids will play with craft clay to reinforce the story of God changing Saul’s life.

Today, we heard how God completely changed Saul’s life. God can change your life, too. What happens when we roll craft clay? (Group response) What happens when we cut out craft clay? (Group response) We can change the shape using the rolling pin and the cookie cutters. God can change our lives too. We just need to ask Him to help us. Let’s have fun making some cool shapes with our craft clay. 
· Give each kid some craft clay.
· Let the kids have fun and help them if they need it.
· Ask them what they are making and encourage them. 
· At some point, interrupt and practice the Faith Fact: God changes my life. 
· Play the Faith Fact Sound video. 
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· Show the Faith Fact Slide or Motion Graphic.
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Can you say it with me? God changes my life.

Goal: Kids will review the story and ask questions while coloring the page.

Today, we discovered how God changed Saul’s life forever on the road to Damascus. Take a look at the picture. 

Saul was on his way to Damascus to fight against people who loved Jesus. All of a sudden, there was a bright light, and Saul heard Jesus talking to him. Saul was now blind. Jesus sent him to Damascus where Saul waited. God sent Ananias to pray for Saul, and when he did, God healed Saul’s eyes so he could see again. Saul asked Jesus to forgive his sin, and God changed his life. 

Do you remember our Faith Fact? (Allow responses.) That’s right. God changes my life. Let’s color the picture so you can tell others Saul’s story.
Help the kids as needed and be sure to write each kid’s name on their Activity Page.

Goal: Kids will review the Faith Fact, while getting up and moving.

Today, Lizzy taught us a very special Faith Fact: God changes my life. He changes our lives and the lives of others. We want the whole world to know about Jesus and how He can make people’s lives better.

We are going to play a game. Everyone needs to spread out around our area. I will whisper a message to the friend next to me. That friend will hop to the next friend and whisper the message. We will go around the room until the last friend hops to me to whisper the message. 
· Phrases to whisper to the kids:
· God changes my life. 
· God loves me.
· Tell the world about Jesus.
· I love Jesus. 
· At the end of the game, have everyone as a group practice the Faith Fact: God changes my life.
· Play the Faith Fact Sound video.
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· Show the Faith Fact Slide or Motion Graphic.
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Say it with me. God changes my life. That was great!

	· Hands-On Learning Page, one per every two kids plus one for a sample 
· Scissors

	· Print copies of the Hands-On Learning Page, one per two kids plus an extra. Cut apart the pictures of Saul and give one to each kid.
· Make a sample picture of Saul to show the kids.



Goal: Kids will delve deeper into Saul’s story while exploring it in a creative way.

[image: ]Today, we heard about God changing Saul’s life. (Hold up the sample Hands-On Learning picture of Saul with his eyes closed.) We heard that Saul went blind, and that God sent Ananias to pray for him. Ananias obeyed, and God healed Saul’s sight. (Hold up the googly eyes.) Today, we are going to make our own Saul so that we can tell our friends and family all about the story. Let’s color Saul and then glue these eyes on him to remind us that God changed Saul’s life and can change our lives, too.
Be sure to write each kid’s name on their picture of Saul.
You may need to help the kids glue on the eyes.

FAITH FACT RECAP
· Display the Faith Fact Slide or Motion Graphic as parents are coming into the room.
· Maximize the time you have with your kids, so that parents see what their kids have learned. Have the kids repeat the Faith Fact and then dismiss them to their parents.
