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Personal Breakthrough

“My son, God Himself will provide the lamb for
the burnt offering." (Gen. 22:8)

When God asked Abraham to sacrifice his son
Isaac, he did not protest. Because he knew that Isaac
was not from his efforts, but was entirely of God's
grace. At the same time, he also understood that his
faith in God should not be built on Isaac, but on God
Himself. Of course, he may also realize that he has
idolized his Isaac.

If a person wants to surpass the current self
limitation, he must constantly breakthrough himself
to continue to grow and achieve higher goals. Here
are the five steps to surpass oneself:

(1) Self-knowledge--know your own essence, your
own strengths and weaknesses, and the position of
your relationship with others (Romans 12:3).
Everyone has a hidden me, an open me, a blind me,
and an unknown me. Know every part of yourself.

(2) Self-affirmation--accept oneself, admit one's
own faults or shortcomings, understand one's own
value and strengths, believe that God created the best
version of me, and establish a correct selfimage.

(3) Self-breakthrough—recognize the obstacles to
self-growth, such as weakness of will, entangled sin,
etc. Believe that you can change and find the goal
and method to change, relying on the power of the
Holy Spirit to act.

(4) Self-growth--overcome difficulties step by
step and continue to work hard. The accumulation
of many small breakthroughs is growth. Passion for
life, constantly trying new things, and establishing
communication with God will make new life
stronger.

(5) Self-realization--after reaching the goal,
celebrate it and be grateful to God; then seek God's
guidance, set new goals, and move forward. The life
goal of a Christian is to live out Christ (Galatians
2:20) and to influence others in the Lord.

After Abraham's knowledge of himself, he
believed that God's will could not be wrong and that
his promise would be fulfilled, so he continued to
move forward. Sure enough, at a critical moment,
God opened the way to make him understand that
"Jehovah -Jireh”, He will prepare. So his faith
sprung, breaking through the past him, and graning
a new knowledge of God. The promise of Christ as
his descendant also came in full.
