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Overturning of Roe v. Wade

"You shall not murder." (Deu. 5:7)

In 1973, the Supreme Court of the United States
ruled that the Constitution granted the people the right
to have an abortion. In Roe v. Wade's case, it was ruled
that the state government's prohibition of abortion was
a violation of the Constitution. Since then, the door to
abortion has been opened, and clinics can perform
operations on women as long as they are within six
months of pregnancy. An estimated 63,459,781 babies
have lost their lives so far. The plaintiff at the time,
Norma McCorvey, who wanted an abortion after her
third pregnancy, sued the Texas government to ban
abortion as unconstitutional. In the end, with a 7-2
vote, the Supreme Court ruled that the 14th
Amendment should be amended to "right to privacy"
and make abortion a legal civil right. At that time,
many legal experts, including those who supported
abortion, believed that the justices had misunderstood
the constitution, and opened the door to “judicial
activism®, allowing judges to interpret the Constitution
according to their own meanings. But others thought
that was not enough and that abortion should be
regarded as a basic human right. Sure enough, many
subsequent judgments were based on this, which made
liberalism soar, and American social morality
plummeted. There are 20.6 abortions for every 100
pregnancies in the U.S.. By 2020, polls have found that
one-third of people oppose abortion, and 60% oppose
abortion after three months of pregnancy. Every year
on the anniversary of the case, more than half a million
people march on anti-abortion before Congress.

In June of this year, the Supreme Court re-
examined this issue. In the case of Dobbs v. Jackson
Women's Health Organization, it ruled that legalizing
abortion is a departure from traditional American
history and a loss of judicial due process and
overturned Roe. V. Wade with a 54 vote. So, states can
decide for themselves whether abortion should be
legalized.

When should a fetus be considered a full life? Or
from a theological point of view, when does the human
soul begin to exist? In fact, these are all technical
problems. The most fundamental question should be-
why do people refuse to fear God? Man is created in
the image of God, with true righteousness and holiness
(Ephesians 4:24), and certainly should not be killed,
regardless of age. If the fertilized egg is the beginning
of human life, then the growth of the fetus should be
protected as much as possible. But using legal means to
solve moral problems will lead to rebellious hearts.
Only by sincerely trusting in Christ and living a God-
fearing life will there be no such disputes.
