Post-Pandemic Rethinking

"Therefore let us not sleep like the others, but be vigilant
and sober” (1 Thess. 5:6).

Recently, many books have been published under the
name of "The Post-Pandemic...". What does the post-
pandemic stand for? It should refer to the new look of the
whole world after the pandemic of the new coronavirus has
passed. But in fact, the pandemic is still burning, and the
tenacious viruses insist on staying and coexisting with
human beings. Of course, the damage of the virus variants
is weaker, and the vaccine increases the antibodies,
resulting in a decrease in the death rate of the disease,
which is similar to the flu; but it has brought about disaster,
and people must face the changed society and continue to
live. What are those changes?

First, the low-contact era has arrived. With the
advancement of technology and the isolation caused by the
pandemic, remote offices, online education, online games,
and video streaming services have rapidly increased.
People will get used to less contact, more isolation and
mental illnesses.

Second, the slowdown of globalization. Globalization
has turned to regionalization or localization as countries
become protective and prioritize domestic economies. The
Sino-US trade war has intensified the trend of decentralized
supply chains, making many large companies invest in
home countries, and the competition for raw material
resources has become more intense.

Third, inflation threatens the economy again. Due to the
excessive distribution of financial measures to save the
pandemic, countries have printed a lot of money. Coupled
with the energy crisis caused by the Russian-Ukrainian war,
causing inflation, people are becoming poorer, the economy
has fallen into a cycle of shrinking, and many small
countries have experienced debt crises.

Fourth, the redrawing of the way of politics. As the
confrontation between totalitarian countries and democratic
countries has deepened, the pandemic has led to continuous
competition instead of cooperation, and the attitudes to
handle the pandemic are also inconsistent. In addition to the
war in Europe, the two camps have gradually formed, and
the level of opposition has increased.

Fifth, the accelerated development of science and
technology. The pandemic has pushed biotechnology to a
higher level, with medical and network devices trending;
plus, Al and sophisticated communication systems required
for the war, the development of science and technology will
inevitably advance by leaps and bounds, and defense
spending will increase significantly.

In the past, people escaped the catastrophe from many
political and economic crises in the world, but this post-
pandemic disaster has just begun. Can we get through
the crisis? Christians should live day by day with
vigilance, for the Lord’s return is near.
