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When Troops Are Deployed and Governors
Push Back: The Answer Is in Romans

Recently, President Donald Trump responded to
protests in Southern California by deploying the
National Guard and U.S. Marines to Los Angeles. This
move provoked a strong reaction from the State
Governor Gavin Newsom. As tensions rose between
the federal and state governments, the media and
public quickly took sides. Yet for Christians, the
more important question is not, “Which side are
you on?” but rather, “What does Scripture say
about the role of government?”

Romans 13:1 says, “Let every person be subject to
the governing authorities. For there is no authority
except from God, and those that exist have been
instituted by God.” This verse points out that all
governments or authorities are ordained by God. The
Old Testament also reveals that it is God who brings
about or ends all governments and authorities in the
world, and they all have to give an account to God.
Their purpose is not to serve political interests but to
carry out the mission God has entrusted to
them. According to this passage, the government has
at least three responsibilities:

1. Maintain order (13:3) — to prevent societal chaos
and ensure peace for its citizens.

2. Administer justice (13:4) — to exercise public
authority in punishing wrongdoing.

3. Restrain evil and reward good (13:4) — to uphold
moral boundaries through law and encourage
righteousness.

Therefore, in times of political controversy, our
standard of judgment should not be “who speaks the
loudest” or “what feels right to me,” but rather, which
side is more faithful to the God-ordained purpose of
government? Christians must not be led by headlines,
nor rely on personal emotions or moral instincts as the
final authority. This is one of the traps of our culture
today—placing human feelings above divine truth.
We must be Scripture-centered, not self-centered.
Romans 13 provides the framework for discerning the
government’s role. We believers should reflect on this:
In the midst of chaos, do we still follow the teachings
of the Bible and pray for the government often (1
Timothy 2:1-3)? While appealing to the government,
do we still act according to the biblical truth?At the
same time, we must remember: within the body of
Christ, believers may differ on political perspectives,
but what matters most to the Lord is unity. Jesus called
both Simon the Zealot and Matthew the tax
collector—two men with radically opposing political
views—to be His disciples. The gospel unites where
politics would divide.

As Romans 14:1 reminds us, “As for the one who
is weak in faith, welcome him, but not to quarrel
over opinions.” We must stand firm in the truth of
Scripture, and yet love and respect fellow believers
whose views may differ from our own. May we be
known not only for discerning right from wrong, but
also for demonstrating unity and grace, bearing
witness to the glory of God’s kingdom.
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Witness the Gospel.
