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Ceasefire and Peace

In recent weeks, the international news has once
again focused on the Middle East, as the conflict and
ceasefire between Israel and Iran have become major
global events. The brief quiet may bring a sigh of
relief, but deep down, we all know that a ceasefire
does not equal peace. Although warfare has paused,
unrest, hatred, and fear still linger in people’s hearts.
The Bible has long reminded us: “They have healed
the wound of my people lightly, saying, ‘Peace,
peace,” when there is no peace.” (Jeremiah 6:14,
ESV)

In truth, there is no real peace in humanity—only
the peace that comes from God is true peace. No
matter how hard people try to pursue peace, they
repeatedly fail. Every ceasefire agreement can only
temporarily halt external conflicts, but cannot
resolve the wounds and enmity deep within the
human heart. The psalmist says, “Put not your trust
in princes, in a son of man, in whom there is no
salvation. ... Blessed is he whose help is the God of
Jacob, whose hope is in the Lord his God.” (Psalm
146:3, 5, ESV) But in Christ, God has given us a
peace that the world cannot give. The Lord Jesus
said, “Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you.
Not as the world gives do I give to you.” (John 14:27,
ESV) This peace is not just external stability, but the
forgiveness and reconciliation that come from God.
No matter how turbulent the world may be, the
children of God can find rest and are no longer ruled
by fear because of our union with Christ.

Paul also taught believers: “Do not be anxious
about anything, but in everything by prayer and
supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be
made known to God. And the peace of God, which
surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts
and your minds in Christ Jesus.” (Philippians 4:6-7,
ESV) This is a peace that transcends the world,
which no agreement or institution can offer. True
peace begins when the human heart is renewed by
God and reconciled with Him, and then learns to
forgive and love others. The Lord Jesus said,
“Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be
called sons of God.” (Matthew 5:9, ESV) As
Christians, we should not only long for external
ceasefires, but even more so, become witnesses of
true peace—bringing the love and forgiveness of
Christ to our families, churches, and the world.

Dear brothers and sisters, true peace in this world
does not come from negotiations or treaties, but is
found in Christ. Let us bring all our worries, hatred,
and fears before the Lord, receive His forgiveness
and healing, and enjoy that eternal, unchanging
peace in Christ.
