Guidelines & More Information 
 

HERITAGE SPIRIT DAYS 
HCA Spirit Days usually are on the last Thursday of each 
month and are intended to allow students to show pride in 
their school.   

Students may wear HCA spirit wear, HCA sport jerseys, Philip-
pians award shirts, Camp Casey sweatshirts, etc.  BoƩoms 
must follow the Free Dress* Friday guidelines (see below). 

Those who do not parƟcipate are required to wear uniforms. 

THEMED THURSDAYS 
 
Themed Thursdays usually are on the second Thursday of 
each month and are designated as fun days when students 
may dress according to the announced theme.   
 
Those who do not parƟcipate are required to wear uniforms. 

FREE DRESS* DAYS 
Most Fridays, unless announced, are free dress days when students may dress in non-uniform aƫre.  

¨ TOPS:  No bare midriffs, straps must be a minimum of 3 fingers wide, no sheer fabrics without another shirt underneath. 

¨ DRESSES, SKIRTS, AND SHORTS:  Must fall at least 3” below fingerƟps. 

¨ PANTS:  Jeans without holes or rips are permiƩed. Leggings and/or yoga pants are permiƩed for girls as long as the shirt/top 
extends to the mid-thigh. AthleƟc pants (such as dri-fit or tech wear) are permiƩed; however, coƩon sweatpants are not al-
lowed. 

¨ GENERAL:  All undergarments (including straps) must be fully covered.  No clothing or accessories are allowed which refer to or 
imply inƟmidaƟon, graffiƟ, discriminaƟon, violence, alcohol, tobacco, drugs, sexual innuendo, or weapons.  Clothing should fit 
properly and not be too revealing or immodest. 

PLEASE NOTE: We updated our Lands’ End uniforms and spirit wear to our latest logo May 2023. The previous logo is “grand-
fathered in” and sƟll acceptable. 
We have added new spirit wear opƟons to our offerings at Lands’ End (with sizes for the enƟre family). To search spirit wear, se-
lect gender and then spirit wear under the grade drop-down. In addiƟon to mulƟple logo opƟons, kids’ spirit wear lisƟngs also 
have a tab for adult sizes. As a reminder, spirit wear may only be worn on free dress Fridays or designated spirit wear days.  

SHIRTS  BOTTOMS  FOOTWEAR  

¨ Long-sleeved shirts are not to be 
worn under short-sleeved shirts. 

¨ Our HCA logo must be on all outer 
layer uniform tops. 

¨ Must be properly fiƩed at the waist 
and in length. 

¨ Shorts, skirts, and skorts must fall at 
least 3” below fingerƟps. 

¨ Pants should not be faded or have any 
holes. 

¨ Solid leggings (navy or white) may be 
worn under skirts or jumpers on non-
chapel days. 

¨ Dress or casual shoes (brown, black, 
white, tan, navy, gray) preferred.  
AthleƟc shoes OK, but must be  

     neutral colored on chapel days. 

¨ Must have closed toes and heels and 
be pracƟcal and safe for all types of 
school acƟviƟes.   

GROOMING 
HAIR - Neatly groomed; natural hair color unless pre-approved; no mohawks or parƟally shaved styles.  Boys’ hair must be cut 
above the eyebrows and above the collar. 
GIRLS - Moderate makeup and jewelry are allowed. 
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
