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Revelation 21:1–10

1Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven and the first earth 
had passed away, and the sea was no more. 2And I saw the holy city, the new 
Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned 
for her husband. 3And I heard a loud voice from the throne saying,
“See, the home of God is among mortals.
He will dwell with them as their God;
they will be his peoples,
and God himself will be with them;
4he will wipe every tear from their eyes.
Death will be no more;
mourning and crying and pain will be no more,
for the first things have passed away.”
5And the one who was seated on the throne said, “See, I am making all things 
new.” Also he said, “Write this, for these words are trustworthy and true.” 6Then 
he said to me, “It is done! I am the Alpha and the Omega, the beginning and the 
end. To the thirsty I will give water as a gift from the spring of the water of life. 
7Those who conquer will inherit these things, and I will be their God and they 
will be my children. 8But as for the cowardly, the faithless, the polluted, the 
murderers, the fornicators, the sorcerers, the idolaters, and all liars, their place 
will be in the lake that burns with fire and sulfur, which is the second death.”
9Then one of the seven angels who had the seven bowls full of the seven last 
plagues came and said to me, “Come, I will show you the bride, the wife of the 
Lamb.” 10And in the spirit he carried me away to a great, high mountain and 
showed me the holy city Jerusalem coming down out of heaven from God.

Revelation 22:1–7

1Then the angel showed me the river of the water of life, bright as crystal, 
flowing from the throne of God and of the Lamb 2through the middle of the 
street of the city. On either side of the river is the tree of life with its twelve 
kinds of fruit, producing its fruit each month; and the leaves of the tree are for 
the healing of the nations. 3Nothing accursed will be found there any more. 
But the throne of God and of the Lamb will be in it, and his servants will wor-
ship him; 4they will see his face, and his name will be on their foreheads. 5And 
there will be no more night; they need no light of lamp or sun, for the Lord 
God will be their light, and they will reign forever and ever.
6And he said to me, “These words are trustworthy and true, for the Lord, the 
God of the spirits of the prophets, has sent his angel to show his servants what 
must soon take place.”
7“See, I am coming soon! Blessed is the one who keeps the words of the 
prophecy of this book.”

Revelation 21:22–27

22I saw no temple in the city, for its temple is the Lord God the Almighty and the 
Lamb. 23And the city has no need of sun or moon to shine on it, for the glory of 
God is its light, and its lamp is the Lamb. 24The nations will walk by its light, 
and the kings of the earth will bring their glory into it. 25Its gates will never be 
shut by day—and there will be no night there. 26People will bring into it the 
glory and the honor of the nations. 27But nothing unclean will enter it, nor 
anyone who practices abomination or falsehood, but only those who are written 
in the Lamb's book of life.

The earth is the Lord's and all that is in it,
the world, and those who live in it;
for God has founded it on the seas,
and established it on the rivers.
Who shall ascend the hill of the Lord?
And who shall stand in the holy place?
Those who have clean hands and pure hearts,
who do not lift up their souls to what is false,
and do not speak deceitfully.

But thanks be to God!
God promises to cleanse every sin;
to forgive every rebellion.
In Christ, we are forgiven!
We are washed clean.
We are welcome in the presence
of the most holy God.

But God! Our hands are dirty.
Our mouths spew lies all day long.
We constantly run after things that harm us,
our neighbors, and our world.
Forgive us! Make us clean and pure
so we can stand in your holy presence.
