1 Corinthians 2:1-12

When I first came to you, dear brothers and sisters, I didn’t use lofty words and impres-
sive wisdom to tell you God’s secret plan. For I decided that while I was with you I
would forget everything except Jesus Christ, the one who was crucified. I came to you
in weakness—timid and trembling. And my message and my preaching were very plain.
Rather than using clever and persuasive speeches, I relied only on the power of the Holy

Spirit. I did this so you would trust not in human wisdom but in the power of God.

Yet when I am among mature believers, I do speak with words of wisdom, but not the
kind of wisdom that belongs to this world or to the rulers of this world, who are soon
forgotten. No, the wisdom we speak of is the mystery of God—his plan that was previ-
ously hidden, even though he made it for our ultimate glory before the world began. But
the rulers of this world have not understood it; if they had, they would not have crucified

our glorious Lord. That is what the Scriptures mean when they say,

“No eye has seen, no ear has heard,
and no mind has imagined
what God has prepared

for those who love him.”

But it was to us that God revealed these things by his Spirit. For his Spirit searches out
everything and shows us God’s deep secrets. No one can know a person’s thoughts
except that person’s own spirit, and no one can know God’s thoughts except God’s own
Spirit. And we have received God’s Spirit (not the world’s spirit), so we can know the

wonderful things God has freely given us

Matthew 5:13-20

13“You are the salt of the earth; but if salt has lost its taste, how can its saltiness be
restored? It is no longer good for anything, but is thrown out and trampled under foot.
*“You are the light of the world. A city built on a hill cannot be hid. "No one after
lighting a lamp puts it under the bushel basket, but on the lampstand, and it gives light
to all in the house. '°In the same way, let your light shine before others, so that they may
see your good works and give glory to your Father in heaven. '7“Do not think that I
have come to abolish the law or the prophets; I have come not to abolish but to fulfill.
8For truly I tell you, until heaven and earth pass away, not one letter, not one stroke of
a letter, will pass from the law until all is accomplished. *Therefore, whoever breaks
one of the least of these commandments, and teaches others to do the same, will be
called least in the kingdom of heaven; but whoever does them and teaches them will be
called great in the kingdom of heaven. *°For I tell you, unless your righteousness

exceeds that of the scribes and Pharisees, you will never enter the kingdom of heaven.
