God of Deliverance, may your love become the core of our hearts, may 
your compassion become the words that we speak, and may your hope 
illuminate the ways in which we serve others.

1 Corinthians 1:10–18
I appeal to you, dear brothers and sisters, by the authority of our Lord Jesus Christ, 
to live in harmony with each other. Let there be no divisions in the church. Rather, 
be of one mind, united in thought and purpose. For some members of Chloe’s 
household have told me about your quarrels, my dear brothers and sisters. Some 
of you are saying, “I am a follower of Paul.” Others are saying, “I follow Apollos,” 
or “I follow Peter,” or “I follow only Christ.” Has Christ been divided into 
factions? Was I, Paul, crucified for you? Were any of you baptized in the name of 
Paul? Of course not! I thank God that I did not baptize any of you except Crispus 
and Gaius, for now no one can say they were baptized in my name. (Oh yes, I also 
baptized the household of Stephanas, but I don’t remember baptizing anyone 
else.) For Christ didn’t send me to baptize, but to preach the Good News—and not 
with clever speech, for fear that the cross of Christ would lose its power. The mes-
sage of the cross is foolish to those who are headed for destruction! But we who 
are being saved know it is the very power of God.

Matthew 4:12–23
12Now when Jesus heard that John had been arrested, he withdrew to Galilee. 
13He left Nazareth and made his home in Capernaum by the sea, in the territory 
of Zebulun and Naphtali, 14so that what had been spoken through the prophet 
Isaiah might be fulfilled: 15“Land of Zebulun, land of Naphtali, on the road by 
the sea, across the Jordan, Galilee of the Gentiles—16the people who sat in dark-
ness have seen a great light, and for those who sat in the region and shadow of 
death light has dawned.” 17From that time Jesus began to proclaim, “Repent, for 
the kingdom of heaven has come near.” 18As he walked by the Sea of Galilee, he 
saw two brothers, Simon, who is called Peter, and Andrew his brother, casting a 
net into the sea—for they were fishermen. 19And he said to them, “Follow me, 
and I will make you fish for people.” 20Immediately they left their nets and 
followed him. 21As he went from there, he saw two other brothers, James son of 
Zebedee and his brother John, in the boat with their father Zebedee, mending 
their nets, and he called them. 22Immediately they left the boat and their father, 
and followed him. 23Jesus went throughout Galilee, teaching in their synagogues 
and proclaiming the good news of the kingdom and curing every disease and 
every sickness among the people.
