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Becoming Spiritually Aware! 
 
This Newsletter is long with many Scriptures in it. I 
would like for you to have your phone read it to you at 
least 5 times. You will start connecting with God’s 
world through the Bible which is spirit. 
 
In our modern, educated, intellectual world we live in, 
mankind has evolved into a society that only sees the 
natural, material world as the real world. Basically, to most 
people, the spiritual world is just a fantasy world that really 
doesn’t exist. They think it’s just a make-believe world. 
Well God is definitely NOT make believe;  He is a Spirit. 
 
John 4:24 KJV God is a Spirit: and they that worship him 
must worship him in spirit and in truth. 
 
We see in this verse that God the Father doesn’t have a 
physical body. Now we know that Jesus has a resurrected 
body, but God the Father is Spirit. Unless we worship God 
in Spirit and in truth, we are not really worshiping Him. 
How can we make this happen? We must start focusing 
our mind towards the spiritual world. The Bible is the book 
that God gave us to understand the spiritual world, so let’s 
look at some Scriptures that bear this out. 



 
Romans 8:5-11 KJV For they that are after the flesh do 
mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the 
Spirit the things of the Spirit. [6] For to be carnally minded 
is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. [7] 
Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is 
not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. [8] 
So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God. [9] 
But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the 
Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the 
Spirit of Christ, he is none of His. [10] And if Christ be in 
you, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life 
because of righteousness. [11] But if the Spirit of Him that 
raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, He that raised 
up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal 
bodies by His Spirit that dwelleth in you. 
 
Acts 2:4, 17, 18 KJV And they were all filled with the Holy 
Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the 
Spirit gave them utterance. 
[17]And it shall come to pass in the last days, saith God, I 
will pour out of My Spirit upon all flesh: and your sons and 
your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men shall 
see visions, and your old men shall dream dreams: 
[18] And on My servants and on My handmaidens I will 
pour out in those days of My Spirit; and they shall 
prophesy: 



 
Acts 8:26-29 KJV And the angel of the Lord spake unto 
Philip, saying, Arise, and go toward the south unto the way 
that goeth down from Jerusalem unto Gaza, which is 
desert. [27] And he arose and went: and, behold, a man of 
Ethiopia, an eunuch of great authority under Candace 
queen of the Ethiopians, who had the charge of all her 
treasure, and had come to Jerusalem for to worship, [28] 
Was returning, and sitting in his chariot read Esaias the 
prophet. [29] Then the Spirit said unto Philip, Go near, and 
join thyself to this chariot. 
 
John 14:16-20 KJV And I will pray the Father, and He shall 
give you another Comforter, that He may abide with you 
for ever; [17] Even the Spirit of Truth; Whom the world 
cannot receive, because it seeth Him not, neither knoweth 
Him: but ye know Him; for He dwelleth with you, and shall 
be in you. [18] I will not leave you comfortless: I will come 
to you. [19] Yet a little while, and the world seeth Me no 
more; but ye see Me: because I live, ye shall live also. [20] 
At that day ye shall know that I Am in My Father, and ye in 
Me, and I in you. 
 
All the way through the Bible you will see God moving 
through the spiritual realm. The natural world became 
disconnected from the spiritual world when man sinned in 



the Garden of Eden, but when Jesus died for our sins, 
God has now reconnected with us. 
 
Acts 1:4-8 KJV And, being assembled together with them, 
commanded them that they should not depart from 
Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of the Father, which, 
saith He, ye have heard of Me. [5] For John truly baptized 
with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost 
not many days hence. [6] When they therefore were come 
together, they asked of Him, saying, Lord, wilt Thou at this 
time restore again the Kingdom to Israel? [7] And He said 
unto them, It is not for you to know the times or the 
seasons, which the Father hath put in His own power. [8] 
But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is 
come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto Me both in 
Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto 
the uttermost part of the earth. 
 
Again, remember to have your phone read this Newsletter 
to you at least 5 times. You will be amazed as you 
increase in connecting with the world of God through the 
spirit.
