[6] But without faith it is
impossible to please Him: for he that cometh to God must
believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of them that
diligently seek Him. [7] By faith Noah, being warned of
God of things not seen as yet, moved with fear, prepared
an ark to the saving of his house; by the which he
condemned the world, and became heir of the
righteousness which is by faith.



Hebrews 11:1 KJV Now faith is the substance of things
hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.

We can experience the future before it comes, if we live in
God’s Word and take what He says as true. God speaks of
the future as if it has already come to pass.

Romans 4:17 KJV (As it is written, | have made thee a

father of many nations,) before Him Whom he believed,
even God, who quickeneth the dead, and calleth those
things which be not as though they were.
