Everyone has fallen short of the glory of God
(verse 21)

God’s glory is his perfect standard for
righteousness. No one can meet that
standard.

Federal headship: Adam was the federal
(representative) head of he human race.
Therefore, when Adam sinned, his guilt
was passed on to all humankind.

What we cannot do for ourselves has been
done by the grace of God (verses 22-26)

In Christ, God shows his righteousness.
He is both the just one and the one who
justifies.

Thus, the law is not overturned or set
aside... the requirements of the law are
fulfilled in Jesus.

No room for boasting (verses 27-31)

Nothing we can do will make us right
wth God; not our goodness, religiosity,
or ethnicity. Only faith in the completed
work of Jesus.

The gospel should always bring about
humility.

Kingdom minded followers of Jesus
understand that though everyone falls short
of the glory of God, righteousness can be
ours through trusting in Christ Jesus alone.
