1. Unblemished ____________________________

Our sincerity is to be unblemished, without flaw, pure and authentic.

2. Unquestioned ____________________________

Our hearts are sprinkled clean in the blood of the sacrifice of Jesus, not through ceremonial washings.

3. Undeserved _____________________________

The tearing of Christ’s flesh at crucifixion represented the tearing of the veil in the temple, thereby removing the barrier between man approaching God directly.

4. Faithful ________________________________

We are sanctified because of His sacrifice and our acceptance of His offer of salvation.

1 Corinthians 1:28-31
God chose what is low and despised in the world, even things that are not, to bring to nothing things that are, so that no human being might boast in the presence of God. And because of him you are in Christ Jesus, who became to us wisdom from God, righteousness and sanctification and redemption, so that, as it is written, “Let the one who boasts, boast in the Lord.”
