1. The ______________________________ of Love

And as the 
priority of life, let it be set as the ever-present expression of your faith in 
Jesus. 

 “A new commandment I give to you, that you love one another: just as I have 
loved you, you also are to love one another.” ~ John 13:34 

2. The ______________________________ of Love 

People are driven by what they love. They pursue it with a drivenness that 
overrides all other considerations. Such is the passionate love that 
Christians have in Christ. It is a zealous love that overrides all other 
aspects and constrains us to do that which is pleasing to God. 

 And he answered, “You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and 
with all your soul and with all your strength and with all your mind, and 
your neighbor as yourself.” ~ Luke 10:27 

3. The ______________________________ of Love 

A telling expression of Christian love is seen in the willing heart to forgive. 
To “cover” is to envelop the sin in mercy, to override judgment with grace. 
For in this same way, Christ Jesus has done for us and has covered us with 
His righteousness, thus covering over our sin. 

Bearing with one another and, if one has a complaint against another, 
forgiving each other; as the Lord has forgiven you, so you also must forgive.
