1. The ________________________________________ Chosen
God does not choose those who would serve Him the way that man does. He is not impressed with pedigrees and charisma. He does not recruit the popular or those well-positioned. In fact, God will often choose the very person no one suspected.
1 Corinthians 15:9-10a ~ For I am the least of the apostles, unworthy to be called an apostle, because I persecuted the church of God. But by the grace of God I am what I am, and his grace toward me was not in vain.

2. The ________________________________________ Needed
Humility and sacrifice mark the character of a man whom God has chosen to serve Him. Pride and selfishness will never accomplish the purpose for which God has called you out.
2 Corinthians 10:1 ~ I, Paul, myself entreat you, by the meekness and gentleness of Christ—I who am humble when face to face with you, but bold toward you when I am away!

3. The ________________________________________ Displayed
Those who are called by God must be willing to do what is right, even when it goes against popular opinion. Christian courage is tested when it comes up against the opposition of the world.
Acts 4:13 ~ Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John, and perceived that they were uneducated, common men, they were astonished. And they recognized that they had been with Jesus.

1 Samuel 16:7
But the LORD said to Samuel, “Do not look on his appearance or on the height of his stature, because I have rejected him. For the LORD sees not as man sees: man looks on the outward appearance, but the LORD looks on the heart.”
