1. ____________________________ the Word of God 
Don’t expect that you will always, immediately, recognize the voice of God. It takes time, and familiarity with His word to know the voice of Him who calls you.
John 8:47 ~ “Whoever is of God hears the words of God. The reason why you do not hear them is that you are not of God.”

2. ____________________________ the Word of God 
There must come that moment when you stop questioning and simply receive God’s word. But listen with the intent of obedience. For what is the point of listening to God if you do not then strive after what He has said.
1 Thessalonians 2:13 ~ And we also thank God constantly for this, that when you received the word of God, which you heard from us, you accepted it not as the word of men but as what it really is, the word of God, which is at work in you believers.

3. ____________________________ the Voice of God 
You respond in obedience—it’s that simple. Don’t let God’s word fall to the ground before you, that it should be trampled in your haste to do your own will. Let your life clearly indicate the work of God through you.
James 1:22 ~ But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves.


Romans 2:13
For it is not the hearers of the law who are righteous before God, but the doers of the law who will be justified.
