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The First Sign from Jesus
John 2:11

1. A ______________________________________ Sign
The signs of the LORD given as evidence testify to His nature and purpose. This first sign brings forth a witness for all who were aware of what had been and what it had become. Remember, what comes at the command of Christ is always better.
John 20:30-31 ~ Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of the disciples, which are not written in this book; but these are written so that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that by believing you may have life in his name.
2. A ____________________________________ Glory
This glory revealed is not to all but to those whom the LORD had determined. It is the manifest expression of His Divine Nature that is made known to the disciples, that they should place their faith in Him and recognize Him as God.
John 1:14 ~ And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we have seen his glory, glory as of the only Son from the Father, full of grace and truth.
3. The Disciples’ _____________________________________ 
This is the only response available to those who would be His disciples. Many have come to think that being a disciple of the LORD requires a regimen of religious activities. But, in truth, to be a disciple of Jesus is to put your faith in Him.
John 16:30 ~ “Now we know that you know all things and do not need anyone to question you; this is why we believe that you came from God.”

John 19:35
He who saw it has borne witness—his testimony is true, and he knows that he is telling the truth—that you also may believe.
