Do you commit to each other as parents, creating a stable environment in which (Child) can
mature and be all that God created him/her to be?

Will you commit to the continuous strengthening of your marriage

Do you commit to put Christ first in your life, recognizing that (Child) is more likely to follow
Christ by the example he/she first observes in you?

Do you commit to lead a faith-filled home that honors God in all your relationships and in the
choices you make in spiritually growing your family?

Do you commit to be parents with patience, recognizing that with your inherent strengths and
weaknesses, your desire to shape (Child) is a loving act that will require time, prayer, and the
Lord in order to produce in (Child) what He and you hope for?



Selecting a life verse for your child allows you to impress God's Word in to their hearts from
a young age and speak lite and Truth over them.

1.Pray - ask for clarity, guidance, wisdom as you steward your child for God's glory.
Ask God to use His Word to impact your child forever.

2.Research - If there is a word or phrase that keeps coming to mind, begin there.

3.Seek counsel - Select a few verses and bring them to someone trusted. Explain your
verses and ask for feedback.

4.Select and commit - Pray the verse over your child, speak Truth and display it
around your home.
