THE BIBLE - Genesis 40

QUESTIONS

1.  Vs.1-4 — We see here that the prisoners were put “in the place where Joseph was bound” and “charged
Joseph with them”. Is there ever “coincidence” with God? Even in the dark circumstances of prison, Joseph
was faithful and was used of God.

2. Vs.5-7 - Do you ever need to know an answer? Where do you go for answers? See James 1:5

3. Vs.8 - We see so much maturity of this young man since his dreams when he was 17 (see Gen. 37:5-11).
What do you think contributed to this? What are some of the ways God matures His children today?

4, Vs.14-15 - Joseph requests to be remembered. Although, through no fault of his own, he is in a situation
that seems impossible and no one seems to listen to him. Have you ever felt like you were forgotten? Does God
ever forget us or our situation? See Isaiah 49:14-16.

5. Vs. 23 - The butler forgets his word to Joseph and in doing so seems to forget the miraculous way in which
he was released. Why are we, like the butler, so quick to forget the ways that God has worked in our lives? The
Israelites built memorials out of stones to help them remember God’s ways in their lives. What are some ways
that you use to not forget God’s blessings?
