January is National Slavery and Human Tra�cking Prevention Month. Tra�cking has 
become one of the biggest criminal industries in our country.  Victims of sex tra�cking 
need the love and support that Christian ministries are working to provide. This month 
we want to share with you one of the ministries Lifehouse supports in e�orts to bring the 
love of Jesus and the hope of restoration.

Rejuvenating Women ministry is a faith-based, home and recovery program in Omaha.  
It is the first and only of its kind in the state of Nebraska o�ering both a short and 
long-term therapeutic treatment program specifically created for survivors of human 
tra�cking and exploitation. What started as a Facebook page and a three person 
support Bible Study group in August 2012 has grown into a ministry that has served 
over 713 individuals since 2019.

Restored Wings Home and treatment program can house up to 13 women. 

Restored Wings Ranch is an exciting expansion opportunity in the works to provide for 
victims ages 12-18.  This would be the first in Nebraska or Iowa. This beautiful home on 
a large acreage with surrounding land will be remodeled to supply many bedrooms 
and areas to meet the needs of this program.  The acreage is currently housing horses 
and cows to be used as therapy for girls and women in the program.

Survivors of human tra�cking often deal with a tremendous amount of complex trauma, 
abuse, and addiction. Rejuvenating Women understands that healing is a process and 
they provide as many tools as possible to help on this journey. Pray for this ministry as 
they bring the love of Jesus to these hurting women.
