John makes references to the OT. (Rev. 6:10/Deut. 32:42; Rev. 17:5-6/Jer. 3:1)

® Misunderstanding the phrase “last days”. This also means, “latter days” or
“days to come.”

® Taking the symbolic as literal and literal as symbolic. (Rev. 9:16-17 vs. Rev. 1:4)

® Forcing the USA in the scriptures.

What does blaspheme mean?

Greek Word Blasphemia: slander, evil speaking, railing; slow to call something good
that really is good; slow to identify what is truly bad that really is bad; switch right
for wrong; exchange the truth of God for a lie. To speak harmfully, abusive in such
a way to injure another persons good name.

Blaspheme: is to deliberately and directly speak with contempt about God or to be
defiantly irreverent.

In the Old Testament, blasphemy was a serious crime in the law of Moses that
resulted in public stoning.

Jesus was accused of blasphemy on more than one occasion by the religious leaders
of his time.
