On this national trip we are partnering with the
North American Mission Board and Blanca Church
in Blanca, Colorado. This new church plant is
needing help with outreach to their community. As
one of the poorest counties in Colorado, there are
basic needs for items such as non perishable goods
and clothing. On July 4th this church will hold a
community wide outreach. Last year over 250+ of
the 400 residents attended. Bridges are being built
to the community. Why not come help out?

Costa Rica, July 7th—14th, 2020

On this international trip we will be flying into
the capitol of Costa Rica. The first stop will be an
orphanage run by a local church where we will
be hiring local Costa Rican contractors to build
an outdoor kitchen to feed all of the children

in the orphanage. We will also build concrete
slabs for medical clinics and mass feedings in

the rain forest approximately 2 hours from the
capitol city. We will hold soccer tournaments
with children and teenagers, sharing the Gospel
as we go.

RIO GRANDE VALLEY MISSION TRIP

Northside is going to The Valley during Spring Break to build a house. There is still time to sign up for
this mission trip. You can help even if you can’t go. We always need prayer. Pray for the workers, for
good weather, for the women going to the sewing and cookings classes, for the youth and children in
activities of their own.

We can also use your help financially. We are paying for 1/2 the cost of the house. (Another church is
paying the other half.) This costis $15,000. There is a sewing class for women. Each attendee gets to
keep the sewing machine they learn on. The cost for this class is $2,172. There is also a cooking class
that will cost about $2,000. Children’s ministry and the nursery are $700. Mark your envelope “missions”
to help with this ministry.
