They are a non-
profit organization that produces bible videos and
other resources to help people everywhere engage
with, and better understand, the biblical story. Part
of their mission statement says that “From page one
to the final word, we believe the Bible is a unified
story that leads to Jesus.” If you haven’t seen any
of their material, you should check them out. In
addition to the videos available online, they have
a podcast, seminary-level classes, and many other

resources to help you better experience the bible.

I’m really excited about next month because Darrell will be taking
us back to the book of Luke and spending the month walking us through the
last days of Jesus’ death, burial and resurrection.

As we wrap up our current series of Hungering for God, we’re focusing on
our burden for others to come to Christ. Let’s look forward to spending March
learning more about all that Christ endured and why He did it all - because He
loves us and was obedient to His Father.
