It does not take long before we start playing
the comparison game. If comparing ourselves to others was not bad enough, we are
actually comparing ourselves to a ghost, a phantom, that does not even exist. | am
comparing myself to a made-up character with a real name. In the end, we end up
frustrated and discouraged.

Today'’s text will remind us that we are uniquely created. Of course, we are not like
others because we were not intended to be. God created you with unique talents,
a unique giftedness, a unique calling, and a unique temperament. When we look
at others and say, “l wish | was like them,” or “I wish | had their talent,” we are
denigrating God'’s design for our lives.

The problem with failing to recognize our uniqueness does not stop with us alone.
When we fail to recognize our uniqueness, we end up cheating the church as a
whole. As part of your design, God has an intended role for you to play in the
church. If you spend all your time wanting to be someone else and not being
yourself, you will miss the unique call God has put on your life.

My prayer for you today is that you will recognize your own unique design, embrace
it, and walk in your calling. It is here that you will find the purpose and meaning that
seems to so often elude us.
