In my mind, we have been through three Worship Pastor searches in three
years. The first of those was the search that brought Brian Jones to us. The
second was the search to replace Brian that our committee conducted that
yielded no results. The third search, as I see it, has been our search done in
conjunction with the consulting firm.

We
have been through a number of candidates, close to 10 at this point. Some of
those have been passed on to the committee, some of those I have known are
not a fit and they never made it that far. Of those that the committee has looked
at, we have run into one of two problems. Either they have been able to cover
all our expectations, but did not excel in any area, or they have been above
average in one area, but had no experience in other areas.

So, we find ourselves at a crossroads. It looks as if our worship ministry will
look somewhat different moving forward than it has in the past. Now, don’t
hear that and panic. There is no agenda at work to change things. I am simply
asking two things: please pray for our committee as they seek to move forward
with discernment and be open to change.

It is our deepest desire to move forward in a spirit of unity. Additionally,

we want to be in the center of God’s will. We covet your prayers and your
support in the days ahead. If you have a chance to express your support to our
current musicians or our committee members, please do. Everyone is tired, but
pressing on. We would be in a world of hurt if either of these groups were not
doing the work they do.
